FYI: someone’s “voice” is his/her own stamp on writing. Ask questions like “Am I robotic with my writing? Ordinary? Do I force things? Take too few chances?” Best way to think of it is the following: if you were one of 15 children in your family and left your mother a note without signing, would she be able to tell if it was from you? At the midpoint in the year, could you give me an essay without attaching your name? If the answer is yes, you have voice and your writing drips with everything that is within you.
