PORTFOLIO RUBRIC OVERVIEW
Here is a written version of what goes in to the portfolio grade. Please see your assessment proposal for a more numerical translation of these words. 

What’s an A portfolio?


An “A” portfolio may be distinguished by: multiple re-writes on a number of different levels; multiple examples of the writer’s keen involvement in personal edification (doing self research on topics covered in class); examples that the writer has taken supreme, independent ownership of his/her learning; strong writing that exhibits an exhaustive attempt at improving the writer’s craft; being neat and orderly; six extra essays done to the best of writer’s ability; above all else, an “A” portfolio may be used as a blueprint display for terrific writing skills and top level effort.

What’s a B portfolio?

A “B” portfolio may be distinguished by: consistent re-writes for many pieces of writing; examples that the writer has taken an active/personal interest in the topics covered; solid writing that exhibits numerous attempts at improving the writer’s craft; being neat and orderly. A “B” portfolio contains excellent writing and is well organized.

What’s a C portfolio? 

A “C” portfolio may be distinguished by: completion of ALL assignments (notice that the STARTING point is completion of EVERYTHING…and then we go from there—as in life, defiant or careless failure to do something has pretty dire consequences); just a few re-writes; lack of ownership by the writer of his/her learning and writing; while the assignments may be completed, there is little demonstration of risk-taking or conscious acts of self-improvement. 

What’s a D or F portfolio?

These portfolios may have numerous missing assignments and appear to be thrown together.
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
