RULES OF REVISION

· When you revise, place the revision directly after the original in the portfolio and “red flag” it somehow (those corner post-its work very well)

· Revision is NOT simply going into your computer and altering a few words, phrases or sentences (that is proofreading)

· Revision often involves the radical FACELIFT of a piece of writing. 

· While I always encourage you to go back and make those minor changes in your writing, please understand that a REVISION is higher on the hierarchical effort scale than a “tweaking.” 

· So, don’t think that going over your entire portfolio and haphazardly changing a sentence or two is going to have a significant impact on my perception of your grade.

· The student who takes the risk to do consistent revision (and not tweaking) will be the one who gets the major effort points.

· When you think about it, a revision affords you a GREAT opportunity to take risks with your writing. It can never bring your grade DOWN and it allows you to take some serious chances with your style. A few suggestions:

1. Change the narrative of the original (make it 3rd person?)

2. Make it into a story…changing it from being very formal all around to being an informal essay with a formal message

3. Take just a part of the essay (one paragraph?) and make it into a separate essay in and of itself.
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
